FIS RACE RESULT PACKETS – ALPINE

Several events can be included in one package.  Each must be separated by codex.

NOTE: All race documents must be on single-sided white paper.  No staples or book-style binding may be used for packets submitted to the FIS Bureau or for additional copies of the FIS packets.

Each result package should be assembled in this order.  

1. Report of the Technical Delegate - signed by Technical Delegate -  MUST BE LEGIBLE!

2. Timing & Data Technical Report - one per race per/gender, signed by Technical Delegate and Chief of Timing. 

3. Official Results - signed by Technical Delegate - times MUST be in Minutes and Seconds.

4. FIS Penalty Points calculation - verified and signed by Technical Delegate.  

5. Corrected Start List with all entries regardless of status – DNS, DNF or DSQ.  Start Lists for DH and SG must contain all gate counts as well as a measured length of course.     
6. Report by the Referee - verified and signed by Referee. 

7. Program For and Team Captains’ Meeting Minutes signed by the Race Administrator.  If more than one set, place in chronological order.  Retain original Attendance List in the Organizer’s file.
8. In chronological order Protests attached to Minutes of Jury Decisions (Protests) with records of votes and required signatures attached to applicable Report by the Referee.

9. In chronological order Minutes of Jury Decisions (Without Protest) with records of votes and required signatures. 

10. TD Accident Report Form(s).  Technical Delegate will decide where these are to be inserted in the packet.

a. FIS Notice of Injury for minor injuries

b. TD Accident Form for injuries that meet Guidelines for Serious Accidents

Verification of transmission should be obtained and placed with Technical Delegate’s paperwork.

FIS will no longer manually input race results.  Failure to electronically transmit results/Technical Delegate Report/Timing & Data Technical Report will result in event not being scored. In addition to the above, special transmission requirements are in place for Nor-Am events.  Refer to current rules.

Additional copies of the FIS packet should be assembled for:

NOTE:  The following packets are also reproduced on white paper; duplex copies, staples and book-style binding are permitted.

Result packets that contain copies of all race-related documents must be provided for:

1. Organizing Committee

2. Technical Delegate

3. Race Administrator 

4. Ski Area

5. Division/Region office (per Division/Region requirements)

6. Major sponsor(s), if desired - generally they prefer to receive only Official Results.

1. Head Tax Accounting sheet, list of waived competitors, and applicable fees - except for Nor-Am Cup, World Cup and National Championships.  

2. Transmittal sheet - signed by Technical Delegate*.

3. USSA Official Results - signed by Technical Delegate* - competitors’ USSA membership numbers.

4. USSA Penalty calculation - signed by Technical Delegate*.

5. USSA Volunteer Worker Registration forms as required.

6. American Specialty First Report of Accident(s) - if used, place in front of packet.  This report is a USSA document and is never included in the FIS packet!
7. TD Accident Report for serious accidents according to Guidelines (filing this form does not eliminate need for filing American Specialty Insurance Report for USSA-members.)

8. FIS Athlete’s Declarations for forerunners, if required.

9. If online membership application is not completed and hard-copy application is required and has not been faxed and shredded, the completed USSA Membership Applications, signed Assumptions of Risk and Release of Liability, and necessary membership fees, including late/rush fees are also included.  They are placed in a separate envelope addressed to Membership Department, Attn: Lois.

*FIS Technical Delegate's signature appreciated but not required for USSA Official Results, Penalty, and Transmittal form for a FIS race.

NOTE:  Divisional/regional offices may require that an additional packet be sent to them.  Contact your divisional/regional office for further race result processing instructions.

FIS Technical Delegates have the ability to file their Technical Delegate Report online.  If they choose to use this method, a paper copy of the online report must be made available for inclusion in the race result packet sent to FIS TD Commissioners, National Associations, etc., as noted on the “Distribution of Documents – FIS Events”.

Once the report is submitted, it may not be possible to print it; it is important to verify that any injury information is legible on the printed copy.

Additional Report of Technical Delegate – FIS, does not need to be included in the race result packet.  If required, it must be submitted to the current USSA Chairman of Alpine Courses Sub-Committee.
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
